Sustaining Essential Health Services During the COVID-19 Pandemic

The COVID-19 pandemic is putting an incredible strain on health systems across Africa.
Health systems are required to maintain routine health services for other illnesses even
as they handle the additional burden of COVID-19. In order to prevent widespread
morbidity and mortality, it is of vital importance that we work to sustain the delivery of
essential life-saving interventions during this difficult time including for Reproductive,
Maternal, Newborn, Child and Adolescent health, Neglected Tropical Diseases and
malaria.

WHO underlines the critical importance of sustaining efforts to prevent, detect and treat
malaria during the COVID-19 pandemic. The country is congratulated for rolling out IRS
in a timely manner. Without this IRS, coupled with the need to sustain essential health
services including malaria case management, there could have been an increase in
malaria cases and deaths. Under the worst-case scenario, in which there is a 75%
reduction in access to effective antimalarial medicines, WHO estimate that there could be
a 20.6% increase in malaria cases, and a 135% increase in malaria deaths in South
Africa. This scenario would represent a complete reversal in the substantial progress in
malaria mortality reductions seen over the last 2 decades.

It is essential to ensure the continuity of malaria, RMNCAH and NTD services in 2021 as
the COVID-19 pandemic continues to impact our continent. This may include the
implementation of any necessary catch-up activities and ensuring timely planning to
account for potential delays in procurement and delivery. Any intervention must ensure
the safety of communities and health workers given the ease of transmission of COVID-
19.

Progress

South Africa secured sufficient resources for the insecticides required for IRS in 2021 and
enough RDTs and ACTs. WHO has identified South Africa as being a country with the
potential to eliminate local transmission of malaria by 2025. The country has finalised the
insecticide resistance monitoring and management plan and has reported insecticide
resistance data to WHO.

In line with the legacy agenda of the ALMA chair, His Excellency President Uhurru
Kenyatta, South Africa has enhanced the tracking and accountability mechanisms for
malaria with the development of the Malaria Elimination Scorecard, although it is not yet
shared on the ALMA Scorecard Hub. The country is also planning to launch and End
Malaria and NTD Council and Fund.

Impact

Key Challenges

» Risk of re-introduction of malaria from neighbouring countries.

» There is a need to strengthen cross border collaboration with neighbouring countries.

« Sustaining the delivery of essential life-saving interventions during the COVID-19
pandemic including for Reproductive, Maternal, Newborn, Adolescent and Child
health, malaria and Neglected Tropical Diseases.

The country has made significant progress in scaling-up the tracer RMNCAH

interventions of skilled birth attendants and postnatal care.

Progress in addressing Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in South Africa is shown
using a composite index calculated from preventive chemotherapy coverage achieved for
schistosomiasis and soil transmitted helminths. Preventive chemotherapy coverage in
South Africa is very low for soil transmitted helminths (14%) and for schistosomiasis (0%).
Overall, the NTD preventive chemotherapy coverage index for South Africa in 2019 is 1,
which represents a slight decrease compared with the 2018 index value (2).
