Eritrea has made significant progress in scaling-up malaria control interventions. Eritrea
has secured sufficient financing to maintain universal coverage of key anti-malarial
interventions in 2016. The country has scaled up implementation of iCCM. Eritrea has
recently increased coverage of vector control. The country has carried out insecticide
resistance monitoring since 2014 and has reported the results to WHO and has recently
completed the national insecticide resistance monitoring and management plan. Eritrea
was awarded the 2016 ALMA Award for Excellence for achieving the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGSs) target for malaria.

Impact

Eritrea has made significant progress in malaria prevention and control. The number of
malaria cases (probable and confirmed) has decreased from 125,746 in 2001 to 35,725
in 2014. In the same period malaria deaths declined from 133 to 15. WHO projects that
the country will achieve a greater than 75% decrease in malaria incidence between 2000
and 2015.
