Eritrea has secured sufficient financing to maintain universal coverage of key anti-
malarial interventions in 2019. The country has scaled up implementation of iCCM.

Eritrea has achieved good coverage of the tracer RMNCAH interventions of DPT3, and
exclusive breastfeeding.

Progress in addressing Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in Eritrea is measured
using a composite index calculated from preventive chemotherapy coverage achieved
for lymphatic filariasis, schistosomiasis, and trachoma. Preventive chemotherapy
coverage in Eritrea is good for lymphatic filariasis (76%), trachoma (69%) and
schistosomiasis (50%). Overall, the NTD preventive chemotherapy coverage index for
Eritrea in 2017 is 64, representing a substantial increase compared with 2016.
