Progress

The Gambia continues to make good progress with malaria control, including through the
implementation of iCCM. The Gambia has secured resources to finance the majority of the
malaria commodities required for 2016. The country has also procured sufficient LLINS to
sustain operational universal coverage in 2016.

Impact

The annual reported number of malaria cases in 2014 was 166,229 with 170 deaths. WHO,
through modeling, estimates that there has been a less than 50% decrease in malaria
incidence between 2000 and 2015.
