Progress

Liberia has secured the resources required for the procurement and distribution of the
antimalarial commodities required in 2016. The country has also distributed sufficient
LLINs to achieve operational universal coverage in 2016. Liberia was awarded the 2016
ALMA Award for Excellence for Performance in Malaria Control between 2011 and 2015.
The country has carried out insecticide resistance monitoring since 2014 and has
reported the results to WHO. Liberia has significantly enhanced the tracking and
accountability mechanisms for malaria with the development of a Malaria Control and
Elimination Scorecard.

Impact

The annual reported number of malaria cases in 2014 was 1,066,107 with 2,288 deaths.
WHO, through modeling, projects that Liberia has achieved a 50%-75% decrease in
malaria incidence between 2000 and 2015.

Liberia has significantly
enhanced the tracking and accountability mechanisms with the development and launch
of the Reproductive, Maternal, Newborn and Child Health Scorecard.
