Mauritania has secured sufficient resources to meet the LLIN, ACT and RDT
requirements for 2018. The country is implementing iCCM at scale. Mauritania has
recently reported the results of insecticide resistance monitoring to WHO. The country
has enhanced the tracking and accountability mechanisms for malaria with the
development of a Malaria Control and Elimination Scorecard.

Progress

Progress in addressing Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in Mauritania is measured
using a composite index calculated from preventive chemotherapy coverage achieved
for schistosomiasis, and trachoma. Preventive chemotherapy coverage in Mauritania is
high for schistosomiasis (82%), and very low for trachoma (0%). Overall, the NTD
preventive chemotherapy coverage index for Mauritania in 2017 is 3, which represents a
slight increase compared with the 2016 index value (0).
