The country has achieved high coverage in the tracer MNCH interventions postnatal
care and vitamin A. Sierra Leone has enhanced the tracking and accountability
mechanisms with the development of the Reproductive, Maternal, Newborn and Child
Health Scorecard. Sierra Leone has responded to the challenge of the post ebola
recovery. The country has developed and put in place a recovery plan and health
systems building strategy and is mobilizing resources for it.
