Previous Key Recommended Action

Somalia responded positively to the previous recommended action to investigate and
address the reasons for the increase in estimated malaria incidence and mortality rate
between 2010 and 2017, and continues to track progress as this action is implemented.

RMNCAH and NTDs

Progress in addressing Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in Somalia is measured
using a composite index calculated from preventive chemotherapy coverage achieved
for schistosomiasis, and soil transmitted helminths. Preventive chemotherapy coverage
in Somalia is reasonable for both schistosomiasis (51%) but low for soil transmitted
helminths (31%). Overall, the NTD preventive chemotherapy coverage index in 2017 is
40, which represents a large increase compared with the 2016 index value (0).
