Mali has banned oral artemisinin-based monotherapies and has introduced a policy on 
Community Case Management of pneumonia and more recently, malaria. Mali has 
secured resources to procure most of the LLINs, RDTs, and ACTs in 2015 required to 
achieve universal coverage and has secured sufficient LLINs to achieve universal 
coverage. The country has achieved high coverage in the tracer MNCH intervention for 
vitamin A. Mali has significantly enhanced the tracking and accountability mechanisms 
with the development of a Reproductive, Maternal, Newborn and Child Health Scorecard. 
 
Impact

• The lack of new resources allocated to malaria in the GF New Funding Model
