The country continues to work on strengthening and maintaining health services
following the devastating impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. In this regard, Somalia has
secured sufficient resources to procure the ACTs and RDTs required in 2023. The
country has carried out drug resistance monitoring since 2018, and insecticide
resistance monitoring since 2015 and has reported the results to WHO. The national
strategic plan includes activities targeting refugees and IDPs.

RMNCAH and NTDs

Progress in addressing Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in Somalia is measured
using a composite index calculated from preventive chemotherapy coverage achieved
for schistosomiasis, and soil transmitted helminthiasis. In 2021, preventive
chemotherapy coverage was zero for both schistosomiasis and soil transmitted
helminthiasis, and not reported for trachoma. Overall, the NTD preventive chemotherapy
coverage index in 2021 is 0, which represents a very substantial decrease compared
with the 2020 index value of 90
