Malaria 
Progress 
Burundi has made good progress in scaling-up coverage of key malaria control 
interventions. Burundi has procured sufficient LLINs to achieve universal coverage and 
sufficient resources have been secured to procure the majority of the LLINs, ACTs and 
RDTs required in 2016. The country has carried out insecticide resistance monitoring 
since 2014 and has reported the results to WHO. 

 

Impact 
The annual reported number of malaria cases in 2014 was 4,831,758 with 2,974 deaths. 
WHO, through modeling, projects that Burundi has achieved a 50%-75% decrease in 
malaria incidence between 2000 and 2015.
