Cabo Verde has made great progress and has achieved significant impact in its malaria
control programme, enabling the country to enter the pre-elimination phase of malaria
control. The country has secured sufficient resources to sustain universal coverage of
key malaria interventions in 2016. Cabo Verde was awarded a 2016 ALMA Award for
Excellence for achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGSs) target for malaria.

Impact

Malaria morbidity and mortality has declined in Cabo Verde. Total confirmed malaria
cases decreased from 126 during 2000-2001 to 46 cases in 2014 and 2 deaths. As such,
the country has achieved the MDG international target of at least a 75% reduction in
malaria burden since 2000.
